 Never open the housing of the device, risk of injury from live 

parts. 

 Electrostatic discharges possible. 

 When working with flammable solvents, observe the danger of 

ignition sources. 

 Working with acid. 

 Leaky hose and capillary connections are a safety risk. 

 Capillary cutting carries increased risk of injury. 

 There is a risk of injury when filling the sample loops with sy-

ringes.

 Before connecting devices to the IC, turn off the power switch 

on both devices. 

 Only carry out maintenance work with the unit switched off, bet-

ter still unplug the power plug. 

 For hose and capillary connections, use only original parts and 

the matching tools. Please note inside diameter and thickness. 

 Never open the device housing. 

 If aggressive solvents penetrate the housing, switch off the de-

vice immediately and disconnect the power plug. 

 Release the pressure bar of the peristaltic pump after use. 

 Observe the hazards caused by sulfuric acid and possibly vola-

tile eluents. Get information with the help of safety data sheets, 

damaris or gestis. 

 When filling the sample loops, observe the properties of the 

sample material and the solvents, if necessary, use suitable 

disposable gloves for protection. 



 Cut capillaries straight with the knife provided, wear PSA and 

work in the fumehood if necessary.
